The bushes and hedges around Golf View / football field have not been cut and the area at the Tanterton Hall Road bus stop hasn’t been flayed. Could the ITNC ask why these areas haven’t been maintained.
There is flooding on the football field, Preston City Council’s main drain needs maintenance.
There has been no further repairs and maintenance of Golf View, can the ITNC check with the manager what is happening.
The TVC are happy to assist the ITNC with the setting up of a Youth Council. If Councillors would like to meet with youths that attend the TVC to find out what they want and what can be done to help there is a youth forum on the 18th December at 1pm hosted by TVC.

There is a potential access issue if there is to be a gate in the fence closing off the new development, this could make an easier escape from those causing ASB.
