The Neighbourhood Council object to the application as this application is looking for a change of use from a family home (C3b) to a care home (C2) for 4 children and 3 carers.
C3b is referred to multiple times in the application for a family home of up to 6 residents. With this application being for up to 7 people then this must be considered as a major material change and must be rejected as a Certificate of Lawfulness application and should have a full planning application.
With the number of carers with a shift change at 8:00am to mimic normal family home operations, there is a serious issue with there being only 2 parking spaces onsite and virtually no on street parking, which the application claims there is, there is a real potential for parking issues which currently there are none, which could be classed as a major material change with up to 6 vehicles being on site every day 365 days per year (whereas this would be a highly unlikely scenario for a family dwelling).
