98/25 Public participation.
Cllr Jewell read out a report on Children’s Care Homes in Lancashire. 
The following points were made within public participation with the residents in attendance:
There is a high density of children’s homes in Lancashire, a total of 373. There are 5 in Ingol and Cottam, 8 in Larches and 1 in Cadley. Not all the private homes are registered with Ofsted or QCC. There are a lot of homes in the local not run well at taxpayers expense. Children from out of the area are being housed in Preston,  receive peripheral services and are prioritised for their choice of school.
The Neighbourhood Council supports the well run and registered care homes , but would like a more robust application procedure with more barriers for applicants and decisions challenged.

The TVC representative reported that the Youth Worker has left the TVC on the 31st August. A new Youth Worker has been appointed and will start on the 6th October.

The grass has now been cut 11 times by Preston City Council over the year.
It was raised at the PACT meeting that there are issues with youths around Golf View. Could the hedges and trees be cut back so the youths cannot hide in them.
Fly Tipping at the back of Tag Croft/ Tanterton Hall Road.
Sainsburys have cut the bushes at the car park.
