28/26 To receive declarations of interest.
Cllr Ward declared an interest in the planning applications agenda item as a member of the Preston City Council Planning Committee.
Cllr Ellison and Cllr Preston declared an interest in the TVC grant application as trustees.
Cllr Darby, Cllr Rutter and Cllr Ward declared an interest in the Local Government Reorganisation Consultation as Preston City Councillors and Cllr Jewell declared an interest as a Preston City Councillor and a Lancashire County Councillor.

29/26 To approve the minutes of the meeting held on Wednesday 4th February 2026.
It was resolved that the minutes be approved and signed by the Chair.
Proposed by Cllr Ellison.
Seconded by Cllr Ward.

30/26 Public participation.
The meeting was adjourned at 7.20pm -8.05pm
Resident one – The bus stop on Tanterton Hall Road has been re-sited but is smaller in size and too close to the entrance of Walkers Glaze, which is dangerous. It would have been better where it was on the opposite side of the entrance. The pedestrian refuge should have been placed where the road is wider.
The drainage is going into the nearby pond and it is expanding which is making it a dangerous area and needs a boundary around the pond.
The road near The Avenue has been extended and the pavement has been moved removing the grass verge. In time the tree roots will damage the pavement. The potholes on Tanterton Hall Road have only just been filled and are now worse than ever.
The barrels and planters need more daffodil bulbs planting in September to fill the planters as there isn’t enough.
The Nog Tow roundabout has daffodils but the weeds and black sheeting are coming though.
Resident two - The bin at the top of Pool House Lane has had a fly tipped carpet in it since winter.
The Triangle area near Dukes Meadow is a mess with a fallen tree and branches. Can ITNC contact Places for People to get the area tidied. There is rubbish around Sainsburys and the Guild Merchant which needs picking up.

Resident three – Was the Neighbourhood Council consulted on the location of the bus stop on Tanterton Hall Road? The ITNC did respond to the consultation but had no reply.
Is there an update on the St Margaret’s Close application?  - 1st floor changes and obscured glass. There are no footpaths within the development.
Resident Four – When the agenda and minutes are downloaded it says they can be edited. The documents cannot be edited and uploaded on to the website.
TVC representatives – The request for the increase in grant for 2026/2027 from £25k to £30k. Supporting documentation has already been circulated to all Councillors. Income £54k and outgoings to date (without salaries) is £26k on fuel, water, general bills and day to day running only. There is a small ‘slush fund’ of £1500. The new youth worker will be looking to hold more youth club sessions, friendship groups and hiring out the hall.

Cllr Rutter attended the meeting 7.30pm.

The SpID has been maintained and will be placed on Cottam Avenue. Oil/paint has been bought to maintain the barrels and planters. Pampas grass will be moved to the square planters as they have grown too large. More colourful bulbs will be planted in September. 
Ingol Dip needs another litter bin near Barry Avenue and the bin near the picnic area needs moving before summer.  The Clerk will look at costs for a new bin.
 


34/26 To consider the proposal for a Tanterton Hub of Excellence.
Cllr Darby proposed that the ITNC consider a Hub of Excellence for the Tanterton area. The TVC and the Christian Centre could be considered to host the hub.
Cllr Darby is waiting for more information regarding the project for the ITNC to consider.

Tanterton Village Shops
Cllr Ellison had purchased the land registry titles for the Tanterton Village shops and businesses. The derelict shops are not owned by the convenience store, but they are registered at the same address. The ITNC now know the leasehold and freehold owners of the land and properties.
The Area Enhancement Committee will arrange a meeting to discuss the next steps of the proposed project and liaise with the land and business owners.
New noticeboard for Ingol West Ward
It was resolved that the Clerk write to the convenience store on Tag Lane and request that a freestanding noticeboard be sited on their land in front of the shop.

It was resolved that the Events Committee become a working group for each individual event.

38/26 To consider the response to Local Government reorganisation consultation.
It was resolved that the Neighbourhood Council submit the recommendation of introducing more Parish Councils within the Unitary Councils to allow residents more representation.

39/26 To consider the grant applications from TVC and Intact and to adopt the revised budget for 2026/2027.
It was resolved that the TVC grant of £30,000 for the financial year 2026/2027 be approved.
The Intact application will be postponed until the April meeting.
